Chester Pettrey Scholarship

The Chester Pettrey Scholarship fund was established in 1991 to honor the memory of Chester
Pettrey, a dedicated Princeton Senior High School (PSHS) teacher who passed away in August
1990. Mr. Pettrey taught Geometry, Algebra, General Math, and Consumer Math at PSHS from
1976 to 1990. In addition to his teaching, he was known as a tireless worker for the school,
sponsoring the Stage Crew and managing concessions for athletic events. In honor of his service,
the faculty established this scholarship for hardworking seniors.

Eligibility Criteria

To qualify for the Class of 2026 scholarship, a senior must meet the following requirements:

Academic Standing: Maintain a 2.5 OVERALL AVERAGE as of the end of the first
term in January 2026.

Future Enrollment: Must be attending a West Virginia college, university, or
technical school for the 2026-2027 term.

Attendance: Have 10 or fewer days of absences during their senior year.

Service: Demonstrate many hours of service to the school throughout their freshman
through senior years.

Recommendations: Obtain three signatures from PSHS faculty or staff members who
agree to speak with the scholarship committee.
